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Category 6A Field Testing Requirements 

To aid users in testing to ANSI/TIA-568-B.2-10 Category 6A, we are pleased to offer a statement of works document. You will need Microsoft Word to view the document. 

ANSI/TIA-568-B.2-10 TRANSMISSION PERFORMANCE SPECIFICATIONS FOR 4-PAIR 100 Ω AUGMENTED CATEGORY 6 CABLING was approved by the TIA on Feb 8, 2008.
 
You will need a DTX-1800 CableAnalyzer to make a Category 6A measurement. For DTX-1200/LT owners, you can upgrade your testers to a DTX-1800 CableAnalyzer. Your local sales rep will have the information you need for this.
 
If you are an existing DTX-1800 CableAnalyzer, please note that you should be using the DTX-PLA002 to test for Category 6A.
 
The standard specifies requirements and recommendations for 100 Ω 4-pair augmented category 6 cabling, cables, cords, and connecting hardware to support the operation of high-speed applications, such as IEEE 802.3 10GBASE-T up to 100 meters of structured balanced 
twisted-pair cabling. Augmented category 6 may be abbreviated as Category 6A or Cat6A.
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
